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RECENT IMMIGRATION FLOWS
TO GREECE
Introduction

Like many regions of Western and Southern Europe, Greece has experienced a significant
change during the last three decades and especially since the late 1980s. The collapse of the
communist regimes, the deterioration of the international economic situation and religious fun-
damentalism, led to dramatically increasing flows of foreigners from Eastern and Central Europe
and the Third World. Immigrants cross the national borders with or without legal documents and
settle either temporarily or on a long-term basis in national territories. The largest part of the
arriving populations originates from Albania, Poland, the Philippines, Pakistan, Iraq and Egypt.
However, other African, Asian and central European nationalities are also present among the
groups currently residing in the country.

Despite the fact that immigration has become a matter of concern for the authorities since
almost a decade, it is still impossible to trace the exact numbers, places of origin and social char-
acteristics of immigrants living in Greece. The fact that not all of them are documented, prevents
the collection of accurate data; official estimates differ largely from information deriving from
non-governmental organisations (Greek Council of Refugees, CARITAS, etc) or the numbers
immigrants give. Within the context of the first (1998) regularisation programme enacted by
OAED (the Labour Force Development Institute) nearly 400.000 people have applied for a Tem-
porary Residence Permit (White Card) and of those some 180.000 submitted for an application
for a Temporary Residence Card (Green Card). At a second regularisation programme enacted in
the summer of 2001 in relation to the new Immigration Law 2910/2001, another 280.000 people
applied for regularising their status.* Of those many may have been applicants in the first pro-
gramme as well, who, however, had not managed to keep their legal status or obtain their papers.
Eventually, estimates of both scholars and the government, converge revealing a different picture:
there is a total of approximately 600.000 immigrants (half of which are deemed to come from Al-
bania) settled in the country today. An overview of such estimates or data published in a variety
of sources during the last couple of years suggests that after a sudden increase in the immigrant
influx during the early 1990s, incoming flows have been stabilised at just over half a million of
immigrants. These mumbers not only ascertain that immigration is a most significant public is-
sue in modern Greek society but also provide for the nature and dimensions of the phenomenon
that developing policies must take into account.

The material presented here

As part of the Bibliography on Modern Greek Society, this annotated issue aims to provide
a useful tool for students and researchers surveying the transformation of Greece into a host
country. The material we present contains works on immigration which we have collected, clas-
sified and summarised. It may of course be that we have not always done justice to authors’ con-
tributions since we only submit very brief outlines of their ideas and conclusions. It must also be
stressed that although numerous studies exist about the meanings and implications of migratory
movements as well as the life conditions of ethnic groups in Europe, relevant academic research
in Greece has not yet adequately developed. Indeed, available publications are fewer than one
might expect while well-elaborated investigations are quite recent: most of them date nearly a
decade. Besides, in the field of immigration conceptual vagueness and methodological contro-

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versies often prevail; the complex nature of this phenomenon is difficult to grasp in a systematic,
coherent and detached manner. Undoubtedly, scholarly work in this area is constantly expanding
and many books are currently in preparation or in press.

Our endeavour is by no means exhaustive: it proved impossible to trace every single book,
paper or article that has been written on the topic. The lack of co-ordination between individuals
or institutions focusing on population movements posed serious problems to the collection of the
material. As a rule, texts which have not yet been published were included in the bibliography
only when we were able to get hold of a copy. Nonetheless, we hope that this issue includes the
most essential research reports, contributions to collective volumes, monographs or other re-
search findings, which have been published or circulated in between the 1970s and early 2000.

The works presented here deal with the field of immigration from a historical, sociological,
anthropological, economic or political science point of view and refer to immigration flows that
have taken place in the country during the last three decades. Legal studies have been omitted
except for those concerning the application of recent policies: the large juridical literature on
asylum and refugee provisions or related international treaties is beyond the scope of this an-
notated bibliography. Our aim is to highlight the emergence of new lines of analysis and present
the ways in which social scientists interpret immigrants’ lives and relationships as ongoing pro-
cesses and products of the interaction between structural factors and diverse individual choices.
To serve this purpose, the reader will find a list of works which focus on general migratory
trends in the Mediterranean and raise questions that have also influenced research conducted in
Greece. Likewise, our decision to limit the time range of this bibliography to the years extend-
ing between 1970-2000 is accounted for by the fact that it covers the first and most significant
immigration wave experienced by Greeks during the post-war period. This time span highlights
the changes brought about in the content and quality of works concerning arriving populations.
For this reason, we include some publications on Pontic Greeks and Vorioepirotes who can only
partly be classified in the category “immigrant”. As a matter of fact, the provisions made for them
manifest that social policies vary according to the ethnic origin of the people concerned. Titles
on refugee policy in Greece are included to the extent that they relate to processes of social exclu-
sion and marginalisation of foreigners in Greece as well as to the overall question of developing
a comprehensive immigration and refugee policy framework. In short, the discriminative nature
of institutional arrangements and dominant ideologies is a recurring theme in the literature on
immigration towards Greece.

Part of this literature portrays immigrants as actors constructing their identity in opposition
to or in accordance with national values rather than as mere victims of international crises and
restictive laws. Such an approach further ascertains that recent population movements share a
set of common features: the undocumented status of newcomers, the diversity of their cultural
background, the articulation of the influx towards Greece with geographical mobility in the Eu-
ropean Union, the economic motivation of such movements and, last but not least, immigrants’
urban segregation and the role(s) they play in Greek society and economy. Given these processes,
we have deemed appropriate to compile a specialised bibliography concentrating on a great vari-
ety of phenomena (institutional restrictions, dominant representations of cultural heterogeneity,
mechanisms of social exclusion, racial and cultural discrimination, integration into the informal
labour market, lack of political rights and resources, illegal and criminal activities) the combina-
tion of which reveals the necessity to examine immigrants and their cultures with reference to
particular historical and social contexts.

Titles are listed in alphabetical order of the author’s name. Initially, the bibliographic mate-
rial was also divided on the basis of thematic categories - for instance, immigration policies, edu-
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cation, labour, gender, integration. At a second stage however, we chose not to follow this mode
of classification primarily because we wanted to avoid ad hoc categorisations. Indeed, no single
book or article focuses only on one rather than another thematic area while even when certain
authors approach the same topic, they do so through different theoretical perspectives and with
varying methodological tools. If this issue appears, as we hope it will, in electronic form, the
main criteria of classification will be keywords which allow for more refined groupings by users
since they reflect specific research needs and interests.

It is worth adding that a large number of sociological and economic studies on immigra-
tion towards Greece, especially those written in the first half of the nineties, treated this topic
as a temporary phenomenon, isolated from wider socio-economic trends both in Europe and at
a global level. Very little research was carried out in a comparative perspective, while the topic
was not examined in relation to the experience of neighbouring European countries, namely Italy
and Spain. Finally, little attention was paid to the influence European integration and intergov-
ernmental co-operation agreements exerted on the design and implementation of Greek policy.

Theoretically-informed research which treats immigration as a social, political and econom-
ic issue deeply embedded in the principles of organisation of contemporary Greek society and the
conceptualisation of national identity has been conducted mainly during the last couple of years.
A number of important questions have been addressed to in this context, including those related
to regularisation of undocumented immigrants; the means with which they are integrated in or
excluded from crucial spheres of social and economic life; the impact of their presence on nation-
als’ Self-perceptions as well as the xenophobic/racist discourse in the media; the concentration of
newcomers in specific areas of urban centres; cultural or religious problems associated with their
arrival; educational policies regarding immigrant children and, finally, the links established be-
tween (undocumented) immigrant work and the domestic labour market. Nonetheless, thorough
investigation of these or other related topics is still very much at the beginning. To a large extent,
the overall social framework of immigration in Greece remains unknown as does the experience
of immigration from the immigrants’ point of view.

Indeed, there is a great variety of fields to be covered by future research. We would in fact
like to suggest certain directions that seem to us of utmost significance to those interested in the
symbolic meanings as well as the socio-economic, political or cultural transformations enacted
by population movements in Greece. First, there is an urgent need for integrating empirical stud-
ies on immigration in wider theoretical frameworks concerning globalisation, capitalism, mul-
ticulturalism and modernity. Secondly, scholars have to analyse in depth the formation process
of stereotypes about immigrants and, more particularly, their criminalisation by the media and
formal political discourse or the construction of collective representations concerning hostile
behaviour against certain ethnic groups. Moreover, the question of immigrants’ integration
should address the fact that Greeks define themselves as an ethnically, culturally and religiously
homogeneous society. Tolerance, rejection or acceptance of immigrants will then be understood
in relation to the rights awarded to Greek citizens of even the cultural minorities already settled
in Greek territories. It will be clear that the elaboration of such processes presupposes re-evalua-
tion of concepts of national culture and identity as well as of attitudes towards cultural and ethnic
diversity. The investigation of the interaction between immigrants and the indigenous population
manifests that social institutions and values exhibit considerable rigidity in such matters and this
may not necessarily change in the new century.

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Definitions

For the sake of conceptual clarity, we shall briefly introduce a distinction between different
categories of foreigners (excluding EU citizens)residing and working in Greece today.

Immigrants: Citizens of non-EU countries who have entered Greece legally or illegally with
the aim of settling and getting temporary or stable jobs.

Ethnic Greeks: They partly belong to the category “immigrant” since they are of Greek
origin and/or practice the Orthodox Christian doctrine. There is one main recognised group of
ethnic Greek immigrants, the Vorioepirotes who are Albanian citizens mainly from Southern
Albania (Northern Epirus), but consider themselves (and are recognised by the Greek state) as
ethnically and culturally Greek.

Asylum seekers: Citizens of non-EU countries who enter Greece legally or illegally and apply
for obtaining the refugee status because they (claim to) fear prosecution in their country of origin
for reasons related to their political beliefs, religion, race or creed.

Refugees: Foreigners who obtain the status of political refugee either by the Greek state or by
the UNHCR delegation in Greece. According to some scholars, Pontic Greeks should be included
in this category because they “return” fearing ethnic prosecution in the countries of former resi-
dence after the collapse of communist regimes.

Returnees: Citizens of non-EU countries who are of Greek origin in that they derive from
Greece or regions beyond the borders of the Greek state which were formerly influenced by Greek
culture. The majority of the individuals who belong to this category feel they have “returned” to
their “homeland” and are Pontic Greeks or Rossopontii, i.e. emigrants from the region of Pontos
at the Southern coast and the Black Sea to the ex-Soviet Republics. Pontic Greeks acquire Greek
citizenship upon arrival in Greece.

Repatriates: Greek emigrants who return to Greece on their own free will after a period of
permanent residence abroad. Individuals belonging to this category may be Greek citizens or
have acquired the citizenship of the host country. Children of Greek emigrants are also included
in this category.
